For those of you who may have missed going to Teatru Manoel on the 5th May 2013, we attach a photo 
from  the closing scene with all the cast who took part in this play.

Luigi Pirandello’s play was marvellous and everyone said that it kept the audience in suspense to the very 
end. Needless to say, the chosen cast did their best and

have made the director really proud...We now present a brief history about the life of Pirandello and what 
inspired him to write such plays....

LUIGI PIRANDELLO 

Luigi Pirandello twieled f’Agrigento fi Sqallija fl-1867. Missieru kien negozjant u xtaq li ibnu jsir bħalu, 
iżda meta ra t-tendenzi letterarji tiegħu bidel il-fehma u bagħtu jistudja fl-Università ta’ Ruma.

Ta’ 26 sena Pirandello ippublika l-ewwel rumanz tiegħu, iżda kien biss għaxar snin wara li l-fama tiegħu ta’ 
letterat ġiet stabbilita sewwa bir-rumanz Il Fu Mattia Pascal.

Fl-1894, ta’ 27 sena, Luigi iżżewweġ lil Antonietta Portulano. Dan kien żwieġ irranġat bejn il-familji, kif 
kienet id-drawwa dak iż-żmien fi Sqallija. Omm Antonietta kienet mietet waqt li kienet qiegħda twellid-
ha, għax missierha kien tant għajjur li anqas ried iħalli tabib jiġi jassisti lil martu fil-ħlas. 

Għal xi żmien il-koppja żagħżugħa kienet hienja fiż-żwieġ tagħha, iżda meta kellhom it-tielet tarbija u 
tilfu kulma kellhom f’għargħar, Antonietta kellha breakdown u saret vjolenti. B’danakollu Luigi żammha 
d-dar għal sbatax-il sena sħaħ.

Fl-1916 Pirandello beda jikteb għat-teatru, u sar hekk affaxxinat minn dan il-ġeneru li x-xogħlijiet tiegħu 
bdew ħerġin mill-pinna tiegħu wieħed wara l-ieħor. Fost dawn insibu Così È (Se Vi Pare), Sei Personaggi in 
Cerca d’Autore, Enrico IV, Il Berretto a Sonagli – appuntu x-xogħol tal-lejla – u oħrajn li f’qasir żmien bdew 
jinħadmu mal-bliet kollha tal-Ewropa.

Luigi Pirandello miet fl-10 ta’ Diċembru 1936, u għad li ħalla istruzzjonijiet li ma ried ebda għamla ta’ fu-
neral, il-Partit Faxxista li tiegħu kien membru għamillu funeral statali.
